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Attend a meeting with your rabbi or
cantor to find out what the require-
ments are for your child to leamn as far
as prayers, Torah and Haftarah read-
ings. speeches, and mitzvah projects.

Find out from your rabbi or cantor
how many aliyot will be given to your
family. You may want to ask the cler-
gyperson for a transliterated version to
send to those relatives and friends who
cannot read Hebrew as well as a CD
or mp3’s of the Torah blessings. It is
also a good idea for you as parents to
practice chanting or reciting the Torah
blessings with your child so that you
are studying together.
